Glacier National Park Fund Brings Losing a Legacy: Disappearing Glaciers to St. Paul.
(ST. PAUL, MINN.) For Minnesota Springs for Glacier, Glacier National Park Fund in partnership with the James J. Hill Reference Library presents Losing a Legacy: Disappearing Glaciers on Saturday, May 15, 2010.  The photographic exhibit blends the science of climate change research with the aesthetic of landscape photography from Glacier National Park.  Losing a Legacy: Disappearing Glaciers contrasts scanned images of prominent glaciers in the park from the 1920’s with photographs of the same glaciers taken during the past decade by Dan Fagre.  Fagre is Research Ecologist and Climate Change Research Coordinator for the Northern Rocky Mountain Science Center of the U. S. Geological Survey. He is stationed at Glacier National Park, Montana and is the author of the exhibit.
Fagre will be present to discuss worldwide glacial recession and predictions that all of the glaciers in Glacier National Park will melt by the year 2030.  Fagre’s lecture incorporates striking images, pairing historic glacier images with recent, contemporary photos. These images allow viewers to better understand how climate change contributes to the dynamic landscape changes so evident in Glacier National Park.  The exhibit will be held at the James J. Hill Reference Library on May 15th from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. with Fagre’s presentation at 10:00 a.m. and encore at 12:00 p.m.  James J. Hill Reference Library will also host a brief presentation at 11:00 a.m. featuring Kristin Makholm from the Minnesota Museum of American Art who will showcase a John Fery painting of Glacier and discuss the influence of Louis Hill in Glacier National Park and the artistry he commissioned to promote Glacier. 
This exhibit is just one component of Saturday’s event in Rice Park.  Glacier Fest is a family-friendly celebration of Glacier National Park’s Centennial with live music, activities, and exhibits from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The event is free and open to the public. A special Glacier Centennial Commemorative button will be available for a $5.00 donation.  
In addition to Glacier Fest, two other events will take place honoring the Minnesota connection to Glacier.  A 100th Birthday Party hosted by Mayor Chris Coleman will be held at the James J. Hill House on Friday, May 14th, from 6-9 p.m. On Saturday evening, the premiere event will take place at the original Louis Hill Mansion, Dove Hill.  The Centennial Gala is a black-tie affair with dinner, live music by George Maurer, dancing, and a live/silent auction.  Glacier National Park Superintendent, Chas Cartwright, will also speak about the role of philanthropy in Glacier.  For tickets or more information, visit www.glacierfest.org.
